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Public Transit Rideshare Grant Program 
2025-2027 Notice of Funding Opportunity 
Purpose 
The Public Transit Rideshare Program (formerly the Vanpool Investment Program) provides state funding 
to support rideshare programs at transit agencies throughout the state. Transit agencies use these grant 
funds to expand rideshare fleets, replace aging rideshare vehicles, and provide incentives to increase 
ridership. The funding allows transit agencies to purchase rideshare vehicles (not exceeding 15 persons 
each and not fewer than three persons, including the drivers) that use alternative fuel types, including 
low-emission plug-in hybrids and zero-emission all-electric vehicles (fuel type isn’t a factor in grant 
selection). 

Funding availability  
In the 2023-2025 biennium, WSDOT had approximately $10 million in grant funding for the Public Transit 
Rideshare Grant. The Legislature will determine the funding level for the 2025-2027 biennium in the 2025 
legislative session. 

Eligible applicants 
All Washington state transit agencies are eligible to apply for Public Transit Rideshare grant funding. 

Eligible projects 
The Public Transit Rideshare Grant Program supports two eligible project types:  

Capital 

• Rideshare vehicle replacement 

• Rideshare vehicle expansion 

• Rideshare vehicle equipment  

Incentives 

• Projects funded by WSDOT must use incentives to optimize transportation infrastructure and 
travel behavior. Projects should use incentives to influence a shift in mode choice, improve travel 
time, and increase system efficiency. 

Applicants should submit separate applications depending on the project type, capital or incentives. 

Application deadline 
3 p.m. Tuesday, Jan. 21, 2025 

Award period 
July 1, 2025 – June 30, 2027 
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Match requirements 
Public Transit Rideshare Grant Program applicants must provide matching funds for each capital project. 
The program doesn’t require match for incentive projects. 

The program uses a tiered match approach to determine the minimum required match an applicant must 
provide for vehicle replacement, vehicle expansion, and/or vehicle equipment. Match is determined by 
the transit agency’s most recent operating budget reported to the Washington State Transit Association. 

Tier level Operating budget Required match 

Tier 1 $35 million or more 20 percent 

Tier 2 $20 million to $34.9 million 15 percent 

Tier 3 $10 million to $19.9 million 10 percent 

Tier 4 $5 million to $9.9 million 5 percent 

Tier 5 Less than $5 million 0 percent 

Applicants may use other grants as match except for competitive state-funded grants administered by 
WSDOT’s Public Transportation Division. Sources of matching funds may include local, state (other than 
WSDOT Public Transit Division competitive grants), federal, or private funding. Applicants may use 
Transit Support formula funds as match for this competitive program. 

Evaluation criteria 
The maximum score on a Public Transit Rideshare Grant Program application is 80 points. Each criterion 
can receive a maximum of 20 points. The application review panel evaluates applications based on the 
following criteria:  

• Quality of application/application completeness 

• Demonstration of need 

• Readiness to proceed and feasibility 

• Financial proposal 

Fatal flaws 
WSDOT follows a formal fatal flaw policy for its grant applications. WSDOT considers the following to be 
fatal flaws that will cause an application to be rejected: 

• The applicant isn’t in compliance with WSDOT’s In Good Standing policy. 

• Application doesn’t meet match requirements.  

• Application is incomplete with required information missing.  

WSDOT’s evaluation panel won’t score applications with fatal flaws.

Dec. 10, 2024 Grant applications available in the Grants Management System 
(GMS). 

3 p.m. Jan. 21, 2025 Grant applications due in GMS. 

Feb. 1-28, 2025 WSDOT reviews applications and contacts applicants for any 
revisions or additional information needed. 

March – April 2025 Independent evaluation panel reviews and scores applications. 

June 2025 WSDOT sends award letters to grantees after the governor signs 
the transportation budget. 

July 1, 2025 2025-2027 biennium begins. 

June 30, 2027 2025-2027 biennium ends. Grantees must spend funds by this 
date. 

Application 
Applicants must use the online GMS to submit the 2025-2027 PT Rideshare grant application. The 
application will be available in GMS Tuesday, Dec. 10, 2024. 

Applicants must be registered in the GMS before accessing the application. The GMS registration 
instructions provide a step-by-step guide for new users to create an account. WSDOT strongly 
encourages applicants to complete GMS registration prior to the application opening. For additional 
assistance on GMS registration and training, email PTDGMSsupport@wsdot.wa.gov or call 360-705-
7711. 

Applicants may submit more than one application. One application is required for each individual project. 

The PT Rideshare grant application deadline is 3 p.m. Tuesday, Jan. 21, 2025. Applicants should submit 
applications prior to the deadline to accommodate any unforeseen challenges. WSDOT won’t accept late 
applications.  

GMS will autogenerate a confirmation email for the submission of each application. The confirmation will 
neither include a completeness assessment of the application nor imply that a review of the application 
has been conducted.
