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OVERVIEW

ABOUT THE TRANSIT COORDINATION GRANT PROGRAM

The Transit Coordination Grant Program provides state funding for coordinated, transit-related
projects in the central Puget Sound region. The program encourages joint planning and
coordination by central Puget Sound transit systems to improve user experience and increase
ridership.

WSDOT FATAL FLAW POLICY

WSDOT uses a fatal flaw policy for its grant programs. WSDOT will not consider applications
containing fatal flaws for funding. WSDOT considers the following to be fatal flaws that will
cause an application to be rejected:

e Application is submitted after the deadline

e Applicant is not in compliance with WSDOT's In Good Standing Policy

IN GOOD STANDING POLICY

WSDOT is responsible for administering grant funds in accordance with state laws. To ensure
compliance with state laws and commonly recognized best practices for grant management,
WSDOT has implemented an In Good Standing Policy:

WSDOT is responsible for administering grant funds in accordance with state and
federal laws and regulations. Additionally, you as a grant recipient and WSDOT are
responsible for oversight and accountability that foster transparency and assist in
maintaining public confidence.

You must maintain WSDOT’s In Good Standing Status to receive grant funds.
All grant recipients must maintain In Good Standing status to receive payments and be eligible
for future funding consideration from WSDOT.

ELIGIBLE APPLICANTS

Transit agencies located in a county or counties with a population of 700,000 or more that
border Puget Sound (i.e., King County Metro, Everett Transit, Sound Transit, Community
Transit, Pierce Transit) are eligible to apply.

Ineligible applicants may partner on grant applications but cannot be lead applicants.

ELIGIBLE PROJECTS
Eligible projects include, but are not limited to:

e Integrating marketing efforts

e Aligning fare structures
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e Integrating service planning

e Coordinating long-range planning, including capital projects planning and
implementation

e Integrating other administrative functions and internal business processes, as
appropriate

AVAILABLE FUNDING

WSDOT anticipates up to $1 million to fund grant projects for the 2023-2025 biennium. The
Legislature will determine the funding level in the 2023 legislative session. Awarded applicants
must spend grant funds by June 30, 2025.

MATCHING FUNDS

Applicants must provide matching funds as direct contributions of 10 percent of total project cost.
Direct contributions are cash or other assets that directly benefit the project and are fundamental
to implementing the project.

Applicants may use any funding source other than competitive state public transportation grants
as match.

PROJECT IMPLEMENTATION TIMELINE
You must spend funds prior to June 30, 2025.

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APPLYING FOR FUNDING

APPLICATION PROCESS

Before accessing the Transit Coordination Grant application, you must complete registration
and basic training for GMS. You can find more information about GMS at
wsdot.ptd.webgrantscloud.com. For additional assistance on registration and training, contact
GMS Support at PTDGMSsupport@wsdot.wa.gov or 360-705-7711.

You must submit applications for the Transit Coordination Grant in GMS by 3 p.m., April 19,
2023. WSDOT will not accept late applications. Submit applications prior to the deadline to
accommodate any unforeseen challenges.

GMS will autogenerate a confirmation email for submission of each application. The confirmation
will not include an assessment of the completeness of the application.

NUMBER OF APPLICATIONS

Submit one application per project. You may submit more than one application. There is no limit
on the total number of applications you may submit.

APPLICATION QUESTION ABOUT VULNERABLE POPULATIONS IN OVERBURDENED
COMMUNITIES

The Transit Coordination Grant is funded through Move Ahead Washington. Funding from Move
Ahead Washington has a specific focus area from the Legislature through the Climate
Commitment Act regarding service to vulnerable populations in overburdened communities.
Definitions for vulnerable populations and overburdened communities are codified in RCW
70A.02.010 and RCW 19.405.020.

WSDOT will likely ask you to describe the effect of your organization’s project on vulnerable
populations in overburdened communities using the Department of Health’s Washington
Tracking Network tool or your organization’s existing tools.

While WSDOT is working toward consistency in data collection, you should be prepared that
WSDOT may ask for additional clarification about the data your organization uses to answer this
guestion.

You may also provide feedback to WSDOT about methodologies and tools used to measure the
effect of public transportation projects on vulnerable populations and overburdened communities.

The Legislature established the assessment of vulnerable populations in overburdened
communities as a goal for distribution of funds. Analysis of vulnerable populations is not
connected to evaluation of grants and should not be viewed as a barrier to applying for funds.

ATTACHMENTS

You may upload documents with your application that support your organization’s project
request. Documents attached to applications must be in PDF format. Upload the file, provide a
brief description of the attached file, and save the file. Do not attach encrypted or password
protected files.
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CERTIFICATION

Someone authorized or delegated to sign contracts on behalf of your organization must certify
your organization’s application.

Effect on service

Improves service; improves service delivery; and improves transfers and coordination across
transit service.

Effect on customer service

Improves reliability; improves outreach and coordination with customers, employers, and
communities; and improves customer-service functions, such as customer-response time and
web-based and other communications.

Effect on administration/efficiencies

Improves marketing and outreach efforts; improves customer-focused tools; improves
interagency communications; and realizes cost-saving efficiencies upon project implementation
or following project completion.

Joint planning and coordination

Includes several project partners; affects or includes multiple jurisdictions; affects non-central
Puget Sound regions; and uses demand-management strategies to leverage existing services
and programs.

Readiness to proceed

Minimizes project risks; likely to deliver benefits to the traveling public in a timely fashion; has all
needed funding in place; and can deliver public services and demonstrate benefits before June
30, 2025.

Transferability
Has a scope that can be adapted or adopted by another agency.
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Innovation

Takes advantage of emerging technologies, new types of partnerships, better use of existing
capacity, new business models, and customer-focused solutions to create additional choices,
increased ridership, and/or improved experiences for the traveling public.

Examples include using big data to provide real-time information to customers, dispatch
technologies that improve resource and asset efficiency, public/private funding partnerships,
park-and-ride efficiencies (i.e., permit reservation programs), and fare-media-delivery options.
