Program Scholarship Guidance

About

WSDOT offers Rural Transit Assistance Program (RTAP) scholarships to help cover registration
and travel expenses for training courses, workshops, and conferences for rural and tribal
transportation providers.

Scholarship eligibility
o Applicants must be employed by a:
o Rural Washington transit agency.
o Tribal government.
o Nonprofit transportation provider that serves rural areas in Washington.
o Mobility management provider that serves rural areas in Washington.
o Applicants’ organizations must have a financial need for assistance.

e Applicants must complete the scholarship application in the Grants Management System
at least 30 days prior to the training course, workshop, or conference.

Award criteria
The WSDOT RTAP manager reviews each application and awards scholarships based on the
following criteria:

» Justification for financial need and anticipated value to the organization.
e Relevance of the training to the applicant’s responsibilities at the organization.
e Availability of RTAP scholarship funds.
Award limitations
WSDOT RTAP awards a maximum of:
e Ten scholarships per organization per fiscal year.

e Two scholarships per organization per training course, workshop, or conference.

NOTE: WSDOT RTAP gives special consideration to geographic equity. Exceptions to award
limitations and available funding are at the discretion of the WSDOT RTAP manager.
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Scholarship allowable expenses
WSDOT RTAP reimburses organizations for the following expenses at current \Washington state
per diem rates:

e In-state training or conference registration.

e Airfare.
e Mileage.
o Parking, ferry, or toll fare.

e Ground transportation, such as taxi, Uber or Lyft or bus fare.

NOTE:

e WSDOT RTAP will consider out of state training course, workshop, or conference
registration and travel on a case-by-case basis.

e Meals aren’t an allowable expense.

Available funding

Total reimbursement won't exceed $1,000 per scholarship. All costs beyond the available
funding are the responsibility of the recipient’s organization.
