Year in Review

2024

2024 was the biggest year of construction in our program'’s history, with nearly 40 of 50
miles undergoing work across five major projects. We even broke ground on one project as we celebrated
the completion of another in one day. With a record investment of more than $2 billion in construction, we
remain focused on bringing the partner-driven vision for a multimodal transportation system to life. We are
expanding the express toll lane (ETL) system for increased performance across all lanes. Working together
with partner agencies, we are building infrastructure as Sound Transit prepares to launch Stride bus rapid
transit (BRT) service. In addition to connections to regional growth centers, these projects are building new
connections for bicyclists and pedestrians. We've also made progress on roadway maintenance, constructing
fish passages, and upgrading system management to ensure a more reliable trip across the 50-mile corridor
for years to come.

We want to thank our neighboring communities and the travelling public for your patience during this work.
We've asked a lot from you this past year, especially during our busy summer construction season. Your
patience and support allowed us to accomplish a great deal. And there is more work to do. We're forecasting
another busy year in 2025 with four projects in active construction. We will continue to share updates and
progress as we work through any challenges together. Thank you for your ongoing partnership.
